Registration in the TURNPORTAL
and application for a DTB ID

Registration (1)

You can register and apply for a DTB ID in the TURNPORTAL at https://turnportal.de.
When visiting the TURNPORTAL for the first time, you must switch from the ‘Login’ tab to 
the ‘Registration’ [2] tab.

Registration (2)

For ‘Registration’ [1], all fields marked with an asterisk * (mandatory 
fields) must be completed.



Registration (3)

Example Max Mustermann
✓ Salutation, date of birth,

first/ last name,
✓ Enter email address,
✓ Assign a username (here Maxi),
✓ Enter password and repeat
✓ Confirm the Terms & Conditions 

and the Data Protection 
Regulations, 

✓ Register by clicking on the blue 
button [1].

The member will receive an e-mail notification to ´confirm their registration´ [1].



Invitation to register (1)

Alternatively, the Club Admin can also invite members to register.
In this case, the member will receive an invitation by e-mail. By clicking on 
the blue ‘Registration’ button [1], the member is taken to the TURNPORTAL 
and can register as described above.



Login (1)

Once registration has been confirmed, the member can log in to the TURNPORTAL 
with their username and password.



Login (2)

The member can now ´apply for a 
DTB ID´ [1] and share their data with 
one or more clubs [2].
After the first release, the blue link 
disappears, and the release of 
further clubs takes place at the 
bottom right under the link
‘Clubs’ [3].
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Login (3)

After clicking on the ‘Apply for DTB-ID’ button [1], a window opens, and the 
required data must be entered. It is important that the data matches the 
data on official documents!

Children under the age of 16
are not subject to 

compulsory identification. 
A portrait photo must be 

uploaded so that they can 
be clearly identified at 

competitions.



Application for the DTB-ID (1)

When applying, the bank 
details (IBAN) and billing 
address for the DTB ID must 
be entered, the Terms & 
Conditions confirmed and the 
‘Order with obligation to pay’ 
button [1] clicked on to 
finalise.



Application for the DTB-ID (2)

The order of the DTB-ID will be confirmed directly.



Approval for a club (1)

The member now has a DTB ID and can share their data with one or more 
clubs. Click on ‘Clubs’ [1] to open a list with the assigned clubs.
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Approval for a club (2)

Click on ‘Share data’ [1] to open a 
window for searching for clubs.
By entering the city (Münster in this 
example) [2], you can select the 
relevant clubs.
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Approval for a club (3)

The data is confirmed by clicking on ‘Share’ [1] and the club 
receives access to the data for start rights management.
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Approval for a club (4)

Once the member's details have been released, the relevant clubs can add the 
member to their list of members and apply for starting rights.



Approval for a club (5)

As soon as a club applies for starting rights for its member, it will receive an e-
mail. The starting rights are valid immediately. It is possible to ´object´ [1] to 
the application for starting rights within 14 days, provided that no competition 
has been participated in during this period.
